The subject is carried out in the form of lectures
and tutorial.

Lectures include various forms of active
experience-based learning, with students as
contributors in co-designers of the educational
process.

In the tutorial, students connect theory with
practical cases and acquire skills of
communication, delivering in front of a group,
discussing, analyzing situations; they develop
planning skills, learn to select suitable forms of
work to achieve the set objectives, test various
educational methods and forms.

Within the frame of this subject, they prepare a
seminar paper, analyzing in detail one of didactic
problems.
